Mayor Jones requested to amend the agenda by removing the first reading of Ordinance #981
and the reappointment of Jennifer Miller to Planning & Zoning.

All
ayes. Motion carried.

Motion by Casady; second by Brink to reappoint Judd Meneely to the Atlantic Municipal
Utilities Board. All ayes. Motion carried.

City Administrator Lund reported:

by council at the April 3" meeting
e Working on policy for purchase of city-owned land
e (larified the funding for the Airport’s Runway and Taxilane Rehabilitation Project

Mayor Jones requested that citizens have patience when requests and complaints are made; some
cannot be resolved overnight as the city may need to work through legal requirements. He also
reminded citizens to be careful when riding motorcycles — there is still sand on some streets,
along with potholes. He advised citizens to report potholes using See Click Fix.
