1. Preliminary site plan for the replacement of Kiddie Korral with Snyder & Associates; Herring presented a preliminary site plan to the board for 
discussion; Herring also presented three different style of shelters and the board decided on the Arch Beam shelter with a red roof;  the board 
requested the director to get a cost figure for the cement pad and the service walk;

3. Buck Creek Dog Park update-veterinarians have expressed a renewed interest; discussions are forthcoming; grant request pending; 
4. Urban Forestry Grant update- trainees are Lund, Cord, Herring, Strong, Smith, Staashelm; keep everyone updated of details; next training date set for 

February 24th ; submitted proposal for hiring 4 people to do the training and the tree inventory instead of taking city personnel from their regular 
duties 

5. T.A.P. Grant due February 26 for Lake #2 Trail;  Herring asked for approval to submit a grant application for TAP funds and if approved to ask the city 
for the city’s match of 20% or $28,600 at the next city council meeting on February 18th;  Beane moved to approve the application and seek financial 
support from the city for the 20% match; second by Smith; motion carried unanimously

1.  Boat Ramp Update- Herring has entered into an agreement with Heuton Earthmoving to do the work on the Boat Ramp beginning as soon as the frost is 
out of the ground
